10:00am to 3:00pm) to submit the form and accompanying documents. 

- Attend a Baptism Preparation Course. 

- Meet with Fr Antony during the Parish Surgery (times announced in the 

Newsletter each week), to book a date for the Baptism and discuss the Order of 

Service. 

- Baptisms are celebrated on the first Sunday of every month at 2:00pm.   

- Certificates are issued on the second Sunday of every month.
