The Gospel will be traditionally read by the Priest.

READINGS FROM THE OLD TESTAMENT

1

Give us water to drink.

A reading from the book of Exodus

Exodus 17:3-7 [Lectionary pg 59]

Tormented by thirst, the people complained against Moses. ‘Why did you bring us
out of Egypt?’ they said. ‘Was it so that I should die of thirst, my children too, and
my cattle? Moses appealed to the Lord. ‘How am I to deal with this people?’ he
said. ‘A little more and they will stone me!" The Lord said to Moses, “Take with you
some of the elders of Israel and move on to the forefront of the people; take in your
hand the staff with which you struck the river, and go. I shall be standing before
you there on the rock, at Horeb. You must strike the rock, and water will flow from
it for the people to drink.” This is what Moses did, in the sight of the elders of Israel.
The place was named Massah and Meribah because of the grumbling of the sons of
Israel and because they put the Lord to the test by saying, ‘Is the Lord with us, or
not?’

Ezekiel 36:24-28 [Lectionary pg 60]

I shall pour clean water over you, and you will be cleansed of all your defilement.

A reading from the book of Ezekiel

The Lord says this: I am going to take you from among the nations and gather you
together from all the foreign countries, and bring you home to your own land. I
shall pour clean water over you and you will be cleansed; I shall cleanse you of all
your defilement and all your idols. I shall give you a new heart, and put a new spirit
in you; I shall remove the heart of stone from your bodies and give you a heart of
flesh instead. I shall put my spirit in you, and make you keep my laws and sincerely
respect my observances. You will live in the land which I gave your ancestors. You
shall be my people and I will be your God.

Ezekiel 47:1-9. 12 [Lectionary pg 61]

I saw a stream of water coming from the Temple, bringing life to all wherever it flowed.

A reading from the prophet Ezekiel

The angel brought me to the entrance of the Temple, where a stream came out from
under the Temple threshold and flowed eastwards, since the Temple faced east.
The water flowed from under the right side of the Temple, south of the altar. He
took me out by the north gate and led me right round outside as far as the outer
east gate where the water flowed out on the right-hand side. The man went to the
east holding his measuring line and measured off a thousand cubits; he then made
me wade across the stream; the water reached my ankles. He measured off another
thousand and made me wade across the stream again; the water reached my knees.
He measured off another thousand and made me wade across again; the water
reached my waist. He measured off another thousand; it was now a river which I
could not cross; the stream had swollen and was now deep water, a river
impossible to cross. He then said, ‘Do you see, son of man? He took me further,
then brought me back to the bank of the river. When I got back, there were many
trees on each bank of the river. He said, ‘This water flows east down to the Arabah
and to the sea; and flowing into the sea it makes its waters wholesome. Wherever
the river flows, all living creatures teeming in it will live. Fish will be very plentiful,
for wherever the water goes it brings health, and life teems wherever the river
flows. Along the river, on either bank, will grow every kind of fruit tree with leaves
that never wither and fruit that never fails; they will bear new fruit every month,
because this water comes from the sanctuary. And their fruit will be good to eat
and the leaves medicinal.’

Romans 6:3-5 [Lectionary pg 63]

words, when we were baptised we went into the tomb with him and joined him in
death, so that as Christ was raised from the dead by the Father’s glory, we too
might live a new life. If in union with Christ we have imitated his death, we shall
also imitate him in his resurrection.

We know that by turning everything to their good God co-operates with all those
who love him, with all those that he has called according to his purpose. They are
the ones he chose specially long ago and intended to become true images of his Son,
so that his Son might be the eldest of many brothers. He called those he intended
for this; those he called he justified, and with those he justified he shared his glory.
After saying this, what can we add? With God on our side who can be against us?
Since God did not spare his own Son, but gave him up to benefit us all, we may be
certain, after such a gift, that he will not refuse anything he can give.

When a Samaritan woman came to draw
water, Jesus said to her, ‘Give me a drink.” His disciples had gone into the town to
buy food. The Samaritan woman said to him, ‘What? You are a Jew and you ask me,
a Samaritan, for a drink? - Jews, in fact, do not associate with Samaritans. Jesus
replied:



‘If you only knew what God is offering and who it is that is saying to you: Give me a
drink, you would have been the one to ask, and he would have given you living
water.’

Jesus said to his disciples:

‘I am the true vine, and my Father is the vinedresser. Every branch in me that bears
no fruit he cuts away, and every branch that does bear fruit he prunes to make it
bear even more. You are pruned already, by means of the word that [ have spoken
to you. Make your home in me, as [ make mine in you. As a branch cannot bear fruit
all by itself, but must remain part of the vine, neither can you unless you remain in
me. [ am the vine, you are the branches. Whoever remains in me, with me in him,
bears fruit in plenty; for cut off from me you can do nothing. Anyone who does not
remain in me is like a branch that has been thrown away - he withers; these
branches are collected and thrown on the fire, and they are burnt. If you remain in
me and my words remain in you, you may ask what you will and you shall get it. It
is to the glory of my Father that you should bear much fruit, and then you will be
my disciples. As the Father has loved me, so [ have loved you. Remain in my love.

If you keep my commandments you will remain in my love, just as [ have kept my
Father’s commandments and remain in his love. I have told you this so that my own
joy may be in you and your joy be complete.’

A reading from the holy Gospel according to John

It was Preparation Day, and to prevent the bodies remaining on the cross during
the sabbath - since that sabbath was a day of special solemnity - the Jews asked
Pilate to have the legs broken and the bodies taken away. Consequently the
soldiers came and broke the legs of the first man who had been crucified with him
and then of the other. When they came to Jesus, they found he was already dead,
and so instead of breaking his legs one of the soldiers pierced his side with a lance;
and immediately there came out blood and water. This is the evidence of one who
saw it — trustworthy evidence, and he speaks the truth - and he gives it so that you
may believe as well.
